2 to Eloika Lake Rd, go west to Division, this road turns into Horseshoe Lake Rd, follow ride ribbons - or Hwy 395 to
Wallbridge/Montgomery Rd, go east to N. Sherman Rd, go north to W Bridges Rd, go east to Division, this road turns into Horseshoe
Lake Rd, follow ride ribbons.

Camping — forest meadow, completely fenced, no high-lines/tying to trees, no fires/smoking/dogs on trail, horse water provided, spread
manure, no Discover Pass & no weed free hay required at ridecamp, plenty of room for large rigs. Bring bug spray/deterrent.
