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All plans for the ride are contingent on COVID-19 status.  Updates on Facebook and the website. 
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Location and Directions: Ride camp is east of Hwy 97 and west of Hwy 26, north of Terrebonne, OR near Haystack Reservoir.  Camp can be accessed from Norris Lane or Jericho Lane from Hwy 97 or from Laurel Lane from Hwy 26. Signs to camp will be on the Hwys by April 28.
Camp: Camp is a large area dotted with juniper.  Porta Potties and horse water will be provided.  Please bring your own people water.
*****WEED FREE HAY IS REQUIRED*****  All dogs on leash at all times.  
Trails: Trails are dirt with natural rock and a few bits of gravel road.  Generally the footing is excellent with some elevation change.  Weather can vary from blazing hot to freezing cold but is generally in the 70s this time of year.
Awards: Completion, Top Ten, Jr & Sr BC and a few fun awards.  Awards will be held at 7pm Fri, Sat, & Sun.
Vets: Cassee Terry (head vet) Check in will be the evening of Thursday, April 29.  Criteria will be determined by ride conditions.  Expect 60 pulse.
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
