Directions: (GPS might take you off to Timbuktu) From the intersection of Hwy 2 and 37 in 
Libby, travel north on Hwy 37, 13.5 miles. Just before Kootenai River Bridge make a left onto 
USF road 228 (paved) towards the Libby Dam Visitor Center (.5 of a mile pass mile post 13). 
Go 8.3 miles and turn left (.3 of a mile pass mile post 8) onto Jackson Creek Rd (gravel)(do 
not take Little Jackson). Go about 1 mile, look for event signs and parking. Libby, MT is 
located just 3 hours NE of Spokane, WA.
